Installation
% Place the device on top of an even and safe surface which supports the weight of the device and is not
heat sensitive.
% Not at any time should you place the device on an inflammable surface (such as table cloth, carpet, etc)
x You must no position the device near open fireplaces, electric ovens/arc furnaces/electric heaters
or other heat sources.
